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1. Why this sponsor plan?
FC Nations United has in principal the same goal as a private company operation in the commercial sector: secure the continuance of the organization. It basically means that a company needs clients/customers to gain turn over and to make profit. For FC Nations United it means gaining incomes from sponsors  and other activities (like projects, tournaments) to be able to offer competition, trainings and activities to their members.

The goal of this sponsor plan is to get companies involved in supporting FC Nations United financially. Sponsoring by companies guarantees the continuance of FC Nations United and its multicultural character.  
2. FC Nations United short background
FC Nations United is playing since 1992 in the Finnish league. The team has been already established in 1972 by students.  Until 1992, FC NU played friendly matches against other multicultural teams, company teams and Finnish teams. In 1992, FC NU started to play in the 6th division. The team promoted twice in a row. Due to too many foreigners living shorter than five years in Finland, the team was not allowed to go up any further. FC Nations United also had a junior team between 1997 and 2001 (in 2000 even two teams). After a few years when the team was playing at a higher level, many players left to the bigger teams and the junior team was no longer there. 

This year FC NU is playing the fifth division upper level and in the second division in futsal.
3. Why sponsor FC Nations United?
FC Nations United receives a lot of publicity due to their international character (14 nationalities) and involvement in social and cultural activities.
The sponsor will get exposure during games, in the season guide, the newsletter and on the website. The sponsor will also get media exposure due to the constellation of the team and an active communication channel.

FC Nations United is also more than a football team. In cooperation with the Liikuntavirasto, FC NU is involved in projects with children held after school. Members of the team are guiding these projects, which shows the social awareness of FC NU.
4. Allocation of sponsor money

Financial support from companies is essential for FC Nations United to offer competition, trainings and other activities for their members. What does this mean to the point? FC Nation United is paying every home game for the referees and field rent. FC NU has the ambition to go up to the fourth division. To achieve this we want to train two times a week (currently one time). Due to our financial position this is not possible at the moment. Because our financial situation is rather tight, we our forced to ask a high contribution fee from our players (this season € 160, futsal not included). Luckily, our players are committed to the club and willing to pay this, but we have the responsibility to keep this as low as possible.

6. FC Nations United activities

FC Nations United has every week league matches in the fifth division. Furthermore, once a week trainings are held. In the end of May, FC NU will organise the multicultural tournament in cooperation with the Liikuntavirasto. The tournament is always well visited and has a great atmosphere.

FC Nations United is existing 35 years. Therefore, FC NU will organise in October a futsal tournament to celebrate this. The tournament will be a part of the preparations for the futsal season, which is starting in November. If the tournament will be a success, it will possibly be an annual event.
FC Nations United is also involved in social events. In cooperation with the Liikuntavirasto, FC Nations United members are going to projects organised for children. The children are doing all kinds of activities and are accompanied by FC NU members.
